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PASTOR LEAH’S PERSPECTIVES

Sometimes it’s easy to forget or ignore the “United Church of Christ” that comes after

“St. Peter’s” in our church name. Our “U.C.C.” ending, however, is in many ways an anchor that
has played an important role in who St. Peter’s is today as a congregation, just as it has also
played an important role in who I am as one of your ministers.

I am a member of the United Church of Christ by choice, not by happenstance. My earliest years
were spent as a Nazarene (the denomination of my maternal extended family), followed by a cou-
ple years in a Mennonite congregation, some visits to various Methodist churches, and eventu-
ally, Southwood U.C.C. in Raytown, Missouri. Each church my family attended had different
points of emphasis for the Christian life. And although my major point of emphasis at the time
was on the quality of each church's playground (I particularly liked the see-saws at the Mennonite
church), that all changed when the seriousness of joining a church was placed in my lap at the age
of 14.

So what drew me to choose the U.C.C. over the Nazarene denomination or the church with the
cool see-saws? Well, first of all, let me just say that it wasn't an easy decision. There were things
I'loved (and still love) about all of the denominations that helped to raise me. But here are the
top things that I have come to love and value especially about the U.C.C:

e That they all may be one: In a long history of Christian denominations splitting and split-
ting and splitting again, our denomination was formed by four denominations choosing to
come together, despite differences, because we are ever-seeking to be more about Christ's
dream than our own.

e  Unity in diversity, wrapped up in covenant: Related to our choice to come together de-
spite differences, you can enter almost any church in the U.C.C. (including St. Peter's) and
find a broad spectrum of beliefs among the people sitting in the pews. We may have differ-
ences that can make for some interesting conversations in Christian education classes, but we
choose to honor God's thumbprint in one another by sitting at Christ's table together, rather
than running away, uninviting someone to sit beside us or ignoring our differences. And we
become better Christians for it.

e [It's not just about believing in Christ, it's about following Jesus! With so many churches
out there "preaching Jesus" more than they preach what Jesus preached, I love the way that
U.C.C. churches seek to live the example of Jesus' life, reaching out to those in need in our
communities and the world, rather than just preaching a message of salvation at those in
need.

e God is still speaking,: "Indeed, the Word of God is living and active" (Hebrews 4:12). Just
as a good, honest read of the Bible will reveal to you different (even, at times, contradicting)
interpretations of God's will and actions in the world, "there is," in the words of Rev. John
Robinson in 1620, "yet more light and truth to break forth from God's Holy Word." Each
time I open the Bible, God reveals something new to me. I'm convinced that this hap-
pens...because I'm open to it. And I thank God for a denomination that encourages me to
look for more light to dawn from the scriptures that sustain and challenge ever-changing
lives in an ever-changing world.

e "Tlove the United Church of Christ because we're giraffes not turtles; we aren't afraid
to stick our necks out' (The Stillspeaking Initiative): While I don't always agree with
everything that the national body of the U.C.C. may stick its neck out on, I love that we're in
a denomination that encourages us to embrace a prophetic faith — even when it isn't comfort-
able or popular or a dominant belief in our communities or even other churches. We refuse
to pander. Instead, we look for the crosses Christ calls us to pick up in the world, we seek to
be a voice for those the world makes voiceless, and we work for justice and peace in new and
bold ways.

¢ Our bottom-up structure: Respecting the capabilities of individuals to build their faith
rather than adopt a ready-made one, the U.C.C. is a denomination in which the local church
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is the central and most important component. Our association bodies, conference bodies, and national church bodies seek to sup-
port local churches like St. Peter's, as well as challenge us like any good pastor or Christian friend would.

I celebrate that the United Church of Christ has given me roots and wings in my own journey and life of faith. And I am thankful
and proud to be a part of a congregation that helped to shape the U.C.C. into what it is today. May the bold and prophetic work
of our German Evangelical forebears ever shape both the U.C.C. and who we are as St. Peter's U.C.C., and may we continue, as
our founders did, to dream God's dream and live Christ's prayer of the Kingdom of God, developed on earth. Amen.

Brian Kinchen was a thirty-eight-year-old husband, father of
four, and seventh-grade Bible teacher whose professional foot-
ball career had been over for three years when the New England
Patriots called on December 15, 2003.

Christian Roots Teaching Corner: So How/Why Did Jesus Break it all Down
toTwo Commandments?

Jesus engaged (not rejected) his Jewish faith by teaching that it was time to get back to basics — to the beautiful, deep,
core teachings of Judaism — core teachings about kinship with our Creator, love, justice, mercy and true, healing peace. He
talked about all of these as essential, foundational elements in the Kingdom of God — the "Kingdom" that followers of his way
were supposed to live and embrace in their daily walk on earth.

You may have already known this, or picked it up from sermons by present and past pastors of St. Peter's. But did you
know that other efforts to get back to basics in the Jewish faith preceded Jesus' efforts and may have influenced his own empha-
sis on two commandments (over 613 or the ten that we recognize as given to Moses)? In a homily by Simlai, a rabbi of the
third century, some of these pre-Christ efforts at getting at the essence of the Jewish faith are recounted:

Six hundred and thirteen commandments were imparted to Moses
— three hundred and sixty-five of which were prohibitions, answering to
the number of days of the year, and two hundred and forty-eight positive
precepts, corresponding to the number of members in the human body.

Then came David and reduced them to eleven (Pastor Leah's note:
see if you can count them up in Psalm 15)...Then came Isaiah and
reduced them to six, even as it is written (Isaiah 33:15):
"He that walketh righteously, and speaketh upright;
He that despiseth the gain of oppressions,
That shaketh clear his hands from laying hold of bribes,
That stoppeth his ears from hearing of blood
And shutteth his eyes from looking upon evil."”
Then came Micah and reduced them to three, even as it is written (Micah 6:8):
"It hath been told thee, O man, what is good,
And what the Lord require of thee:

Only to do justly, and to love mercy, and to walk humbly with thy God."
Then came Isaiah once more and reduced them to two, as it is said (Isaiah 56:1):
"Thus saith the Lord: Keep ye justice, and do righteousness."

Then came Amos and reduced them to one, as it is said (Amos 5:4):
"Seek ye Me, and live."

Rabbi Steinberg goes on to remark:

The foregoing were of course not the only attempts in Jewish history at distilling and crystallizing the essence of Judaism. They
are, however, representative and sufficient to establish that basic to Judaism is a twofold affirmation concerning God on the
one hand and man on the other; the former being that a man shall seek to know God, love Him, revere Him, and do His will;
the latter that a man shall love his fellow men also, dealing with them in righteousness and mercy.

Sound familiar? Jesus emphasized this twofold heart of Judaism when he emphasized the two greatest commandments, the two
by which all others could be categorized (quoting Deuteronomy 6:5 and Leviticus 19:18 in Matthew 22:37-39): ""You shall
love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind." This is the greatest and first com-
mandment. And a second is like it: "You shall love your neighbor as yourself.'" On these two commandments hang all the law
and the prophets."

On these two commandments (these two commandments, faithful to both Judaism, and now Christianity), hung also Jesus' life,
his entire ministry, his death and the glory of his resurrection (when God's vision and Kingdom on earth refused to be
squelched). We honor Jesus' life, death and resurrection best, therefore, not when we shout "I believe, I believe," but when we
too hang our lives upon these two greatest commandments, embodying Christ and the awesome basics of faith for which he
stood.

Minimum Wage

Never take advantage of poor and destitute laborers, whether

they are fellow Israelites or foreigners living in your towns.
You must pay them their wages each day before sunset be-

cause they are poor and are counting on it. If you don’t, they
might cry out to the Lord against you, and it would be counted

against you as sin. Deuteronomy 24:14-15

My co-workers at Christian Development Commission are
worried. The Honduran government has raised minimum
wage. The previous minimum wage of 3500 L. ($184) a
month, yes A MONTH, has been raised by almost 60% to
$290 a month. The move by the president was designed to
help those workers at the bottom of the economic ladder, the
cleaning women, the store clerks, and the security guards. It

is fair and just to raise the minimum wage. The price of food

has skyrocketed. Fuel to cook food is still extremely expen-
sive. Even $290 a month is a bottom of the barrel existence
that allows families to just barely scrape by.

But, the effects have been devastating. Small businesses can’t

afford the new wages and there have been massive layoffs.

This morning at 7 a.m. there were more than 500 people lined

up at the door of the Labor Department, workers who had
been laid off seeking the official paper from the government

stating how much their employees owed them. Ten thousand
are projected to be laid off from the factories in San Pedro
Sula. These are not small businesses, but multinational corpo-
rations making cheap clothing for us back in the U.S., compa-
nies that could afford an increase in wages. I’m not sure
which is more appalling, having 10,000 people laid off, or
realizing that 10,000 people were making less than $290 a
month.

So, my co-workers are worried. They are frightened to go to
work next Monday, fearing they, too will receive the “white
envelope”, the Honduran equivalent of the pink slip. Chris-
tian Development Commission, a non-profit corporation and
our partner organization in Tegucigalpa, often struggles to
meet payroll, to pay bills, to have enough money to provide
the services we want to provide. How can they treat workers
fairly, provide a living wage, and still offer the services we
have promised to provide? What is a faithful response to this
reality?

Let us pray together for God’s light to shine on those faced
with layoffs, and for an understanding of our own role and
responsibility to strive for a just world.
