This offering is an important and superb opportunity for St. Pe-
ter’s families and especially for your friends that you would like 
to invite.

You may recall how in one sermon in January, when reflecting 
on Psalm 19, I invited silence and darkness to supply the words 
of the Holy Spirit.  It may have seemed awkward to you.  Our 
culture and our media are quite accustomed to filling every 
moment with sound or visual distraction.

With the continuing 
and unfolding tragedy in Haiti, I have found that no word can 
adequately express the situation or how I feel.  Silence, like the 
Psalm says, provides all that is needed.  Simply, we cannot hear 
God’s word when we are talking or listening to something else.  

Lent is a season of silence.  We are looking forward to contin-
ued observation through the following expressions.  Please 

make note and join us to dwell in our alternative to noise.

The United Church of Christ has launched an emergency appeal for Haiti after a major earthquake struck the country. As of Jan. 
19th, 70,000 people were recorded as dead and over a million and a half have been left homeless. The United Nations estimates that 
three million people need food, water, shelter and medical assistance.  The quake, measuring 7.0 on the Richter Scale, struck 10 
miles southwest of the capital of Port-au-Prince just before 5 PM local time January 12. This is the strongest earthquake to hit Haiti 
in more than 200 years, and its epicenter is located in an area populated by more than four million people. The Red Cross is 
estimating that nearly 1/3 of the country's entire population has been directly impacted by the physical devastation. 

Haiti is the poorest country in the Western Hemisphere, a country devastated by four hurricanes in 2008 and ongoing debt to other 
countries that has crippled the country's ability to build from within. A country that used to have a self-sustaining agriculture has 
become a country of famine where lack of access to public schooling and a day-to-day survival mentality has led to rampant 
illiteracy, child servitude and general hopelessness, among many other problems. 

One Great Hour of Sharing funds are being rushed to our Haitian partners to support their initial emergency response. As damage 
assessments are made and plans for relief, recovery and rehabilitation are developed, additional support will be shared. The need is 
massive. 

How You Can Help: 

1. Pray for the people of Haiti, their leaders, emergency & humanitarian aid workers. 

2. Please help the people of Haiti by sending gifts payable to St. Peter's marked for "OGHS – Haiti Earthquake Relief." They will be 
sent through our Conference office on to Wider Church Ministries. 

3. Find comfort knowing that through your annual contribution to One Great Hour of Sharing funds already provided are now at 
work in Haiti being used by trusted partners in ministry. 100% of designated relief monies through the church will go to the people 
who need it most. (Sadly, some well-known and especially "pop-up" charities keep up to 50% of monies for "overhead." Without 
established local partnerships like the church has, money is squandered to boot.) 

4. Talk to your friends outside of St. Peter's about the devastation. For your friends outside of St. Peter's that wish to help, consider 
suggesting that they join you in giving through One Great Hour of Sharing (they can visit www.ucc.org/oghs for details on the 
organizations through which the U.C.C. works) or suggest that they consider giving through "Beyond Borders," a four-star charity 
(the highest rating) of Charity Navigator, and a trusted and well-known charity of Pastor Leah. Information on Beyond Borders can 
be found at www.beyondborders.net or by calling 1-866-424-8403.

In an effort to become better, more faithful stewards of our church’s resources due to increasing paper and postage costs, we will attempt to dis-
tribute this newsletter to as many households as possible through e-mail notification rather than mailing hard copies.

This effort also helps us work toward a sustainable planet by saving paper and directing money to other important places besides the post office.  
It presently costs $4.13 per household, per year, to mail the newsletter to 527 addresses. This amounts in an expense totaling more than $2,175.

You can now receive notice and view the 
newsletter each month on the web.

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Peace, Reconciliation, and Reunification 

“In the name of Christ Jesus, our peace, in whom we are made 
one, who has broken down the wall of hostility, creating in him-
self one new people, reconciling all people to God in one body 
through the cross, thereby bringing the hostility to an 
end...”Ephesians 2:13-16 

One hundred and thirty-seven church leaders from across the 
world recently recommitted to the goal of peace, reconciliation, 
and reunification of the Korean Peninsula.  The Consultation 
included presentations from the churches of North and South 
Korea, an overview of developments over the past 25 years, in-
put from political analysts, and a joint celebration of the Eucha-
rist.  In recent years hostility towards the Democratic People’s 
Republic of Korea on the part of other countries has challenged 
the process, and the change of government in South Korea has 
brought a sharp change in outlook and policies toward North 

Korea. 

The consultation created a statement calling for numerous ac-
tions and encouraging the international community to allow 
space and time for direct negotiations between North and South 
Korea to lessen tensions between them.  They also called for 
support of the World Council of Churches’ initiatives and en-
couraged the Christians of North and South Korea to celebrate a 
turning point in their endeavors for peace and reunification in 
2013.  The statement concludes: “It is the fervent hope and 
prayer of all participants at the Tsuen Wan Consultation that the 
divided people of Korea will be reunited soon.  We long for a 
day when the people of the Korean Peninsula, together with the 
rest of the world, can join together in thanksgiving and joy to 
celebrate that they are again one people and one nation.” 

Let us share in this prayer for reconciliation through peaceful 
means.

The nominating letter noted that "out of the 5, only one is under his direct care; however, faith-
fully for the past four years, Rusty has been in the hallways" high-fiving" or "knuckle bumping" all of them or talking with them 
during lunch. He mediates their differences and is the first one called during a meltdown.  He is a calming force for them.  His humor 
and compassion helps them forget their disabilities and feel like every other high school student."  Rusty's nomination packet is be-
ing forwarded to the Missouri School Counselors Association to compete for the 2010 Missouri High School Counselor of the 
Year.  We wish him the best of luck. 
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St. Peter’s used funds in their Good Samaritan Account to help out the Martin family after their house burned. The Martin family 
sent a card with a picture of a cross and said it was one of the only things remaining from the fire on November 13, 2009. The note 
read: We want to thank you and all who came together for us.
