
Have your ever thought of 
church as a gray suit?  Dr. 
David Greenhaw shared this 
image during our Worship 
Workshop in September.  
Think what a gray suit is, does, 
and what purpose it serves.  A 
gray suit is reliable, lasts a long 
time, grows more comfortable 
with wear, is suitable for any 
occasion and generally comple-
ments any other attire and ac-
cessories.   
But a plain ole gray suit could 
be considered dull.  Look in 
your closet and you will find 
that the tailors remedied this 
worry by adding just a few 
touches that turn "old reliable" 
into a snazzy fashion state-
ment.  One way is simply add-
ing a red thread into the 
weave.  Another is the style of 
the cut or pleat.   

The church, and how we live 
out our mission, retains the 
vital qualities of being reliable, 
accessible, functional, and 
comfortable.  Yet we are not 
settling for being shoved in the 
back of the closet or folded for 
the yellow goodwill drop-off 
box.  So we incorporate special 
red threads and unique weave 
patterns to stand out.  We treat 
worship as art, music as entree 
to the spirit, and small study & 
fellowship groups as silk lining 
for keeping the suit strong yet 
inviting.   
 
The innovations do not replace 
the suit and maybe are not 
readily observed.  Yet, they are 
just as vital.  Some innovations 
might look like a bright tur-
quoise scarf or a shiny lapel 
pin.  Some combinations work 

and others do not, but the en-
joyment of trying to mix and 
match makes getting dressed 
for success all the more fun. 
 
Of course, some of us don't like 
wearing suits at all.  Being 
comfortable in a pair of blue 
jeans is all right too - as are 
shorts, tee shirts, and flip 
flops.  At St. Peter's, our 
"fashion statement" is being 
clothed by the Holy Spirit who 
invites us all to walk down the 
runway.

Any sermon, paper or study on stewardship has to begin with the acknowledgment that ALL BELONGS TO GOD.  From Gene-
sis 1:26 we read: “God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it was very good.” A look back into that first chapter of 
Genesis tells us about the “everything” that he had made, including “humankind.” In another place King David, addressing God, 
spoke, “For all things come from you, and of your own have we given you.” (See 1 Chronicles 29:10-14). 

Recall that well-known hymns/responses of the church have long affirmed our “owner” and the source of all our “blessings.”  
“Praise God from whom all blessings flow;” “All things are Thine, no gifts have we;” “We give Thee but Thine own, Whate’er 
the gift may be: All that we have is Thine alone, a trust, O Lord, from Thee” (Pages 356,352,351, The Hymnal of the United 
Church of Christ). 

Following that, leading to wise and faithful stewardship, is the affirmation that GOD IS GENEROUS beyond our comprehen-
sion, and GOD’S GIFTS ARE “GOOD.”  They are blessings; they are inspiring; they are saving.  Moved by that truth, John 
wrote: “For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have 
eternal life.” (John 3:16, NRSV).  That is the GIFT beyond measure, the greatest. And recall that Jesus announced:  “I came that 
they may have life, and have it abundantly.” (John 10:10).  So our assured blessing from a generous, loving God is life that is 
ABUNDANT and ETERNAL. 

Believing and knowing that, confident in that holy truth, prepares and motivates us to respond in gratitude, faith, joy, and       
generosity.  That response is STEWARDSHIP!  

Stewardship is: 

· Accepting, with gratitude, all gifts from God; 

· Managing all God has given us; 

· Caring for God’s creation; 

· Using responsibly, sacrificially, and to God’s glory all with which we have been blessed; 

· Giving, ungrudgingly, willingly, love being our motive. 

· Tithing, the giving one-tenth of treasure, and a significant portion of talent and time. (This has been called “the crucial test of           
          our stewardship”); 

· Living the Christ-like life; 

· Believing that God rewards the faithful steward. 

 What faithful stewards we would be if the hymn of our life would be: 

 

 Were the whole realm of nature mine, 

that were an offering far too small; 

love so amazing, so divine, 

demands my soul, my life, my all.

Old Business: 

· North Parking Lot Retaining Wall:  Bldg. and Grounds will have professionals do the work; old ties will remain with new wall 
built in front of them.  Bids will go out. 

· Church Foundation: On east side of sanctuary, plaster needs to be removed and replaced.  There is not a foundation problem—
it is a problem with the plaster  Building and Grounds will be asked to seek bids. 

· Suggestion Box:  If we can find a wooden box used in the past for this purpose, we will use it; if not, Sunday school kids will 
be asked to make and decorate a new box. 

· Emergency Response Plan:  This plan will be used to deal with bad weather, fire, or an intruder in church.  A committee of 
church members who work in emergency careers will be asked to help formulate a plan. 

· Constitution Review:  In the revised constitution, the committee and board guidelines will be a  separate document. 

· Worship Workshop:  It will be led by Rev. Dr. David Greenhaw, President of Eden Seminary on Sunday, Sept. 13 after the 
church service.  Lunch will be provided at 11:15 and the workshop begins at 11:45. 

· Pastor Leah’s Installation:  Installation will be at 4:00 on Aug. 30.  Church council members will participate in the service. 

· Worship Service and Picnic at Riverfront Park:  Oct. 4 the Sunday service will be held at Riverfront Park in downtown Wash-
ington.  After the service meat will be barbecued and the congregation will be asked to bring a dish.  A bouncy house has been 
obtained for children.  In case of inclement weather, the back-up plan will be to hold the carry-in dinner in the auditorium. 

 
· Nominating Committee:  A list of names of prospective people to fill vacancies on boards and committees was presented at the 

meeting.  The committee will begin calling these people. 

· Ministry Outreach Request:  No new information was available. 

· St. Peter’s House:  Three providers are vying for the opportunity to take over services at St. Peter’s House.  Since the rent of 
$750 has not been raised since 2000, the council recommended rent be raised when the new provider takes over.  The council 
recommended the new rent be $1000 a month. 

 
New Business:  none 
Boards and Committees: 

· Building and Grounds:  The railing at the back entrance to the dining room has been repaired; fuel oil was ordered at a 
cheaper price; the church is trying to go green by replacing old light bulbs with new efficient ones. 

· Cemetery Board: The council had asked them to consider raising the price of plots;  they voted to leave prices the same.  
They suggested we charge a recording fee of $100 for putting ashes into a stone when a grave opening is not necessary.  
The church council rejected the cemetery board’s recommendation.  The church council believes nonmembers should be 
charged double what members are charged for plots.  Presently, church members are charged $300 for a plot and non-
members are charged $475.  The council recommends nonmembers be charged $600 for a plot.  Lisa T. made a motion 
that the cemetery board charge $100 as a recording fee when a grave opening is not necessary and ashes are placed in a 
stone, but she proposed we increase lot fees and the cemetery board should research other cemetery fees in the area and 
bring this information to the council. Chad B. seconded the motion and the motion passed. (09/18/1)

· Board of Christian Education: The reception for new Sunday school teachers will be Sept. 13.  Confirmation Parent’s 
meeting is Aug. 23 at 11:00.  The board is working on Bible presentation Sunday for 3rd graders. 

· Stewardship Board:  A raffle will be held after the first of the year with proceeds going to the Atrium Fund. 

· Budget committee:  The committee is working on the new budget. 

· Evangelism Committee:  They are working on cards to be sent out to prospective new members.

St. John’s Center in Northern Sri Lanka, which is part of 
Global Ministries’ partner the Church of the American Ceylon 
Mission, is working with twelve refugee camps which have 
been home to thousands displaced from their homes due to 
civil war.  St. John’s has nineteen volunteers, eleven pastors, 
one doctor, and two nurses who are working tirelessly among 
the camps in a systematic and coordinated way offering sub-
sistence food, child care centers, trauma counseling, medical 
assistance, clean water and sanitation. 

Recently, about three months after the end of the civil war, the 
Sri Lankan government decided to send 5000 refugees from 
the outer camps back to their own villages.  St. John’s re-
ceived about 200 and gave them packages of food and basic 
clothes to start their new lives.  Since their homes were de-
stroyed they will go to live with relatives.  The elderly were 
also released, many have no where to go.  St. John’s is work-
ing to accommodate these elders on a temporary basis in eld-
erly facilities.  

Over 300,000 people are still in the camps.  About  40% of the 
displaced are children - many of whom are unaccompanied by 
family members.  Their care is the subject of conversations 
between the government, social agencies and faith groups like 
St. John’s. 

Thank you very sincerely for your timely support and prayers 
in taking care of the refugees. Please uphold our ministry in 
your thoughts and prayers.

Thank you so much for your generous gift of $1101 to 
Neighbors in Need (NIN) in 2008!  Two-thirds of your NIN 
offering goes to support Justice and Witness Ministries and 
one-third to support the Council of American Indian Ministry.   

It has been another remarkable, yet challenging year in the 
United Church of Christ as we strive for justice and peace for 
all of God’s people.  No matter where they are, members 
throughout the church demonstrate that they are people of com-
passion and commitment. Local churches, conferences, associa-
tions, and the national setting work daily to address injustice in 
their communities, regions, the nation, and the world. 

We are encouraged by our stronger working relationships with 
conferences and partners of other faith communities.  These 
efforts have already proven that we can make a difference when 
we work together.  For example, a powerful coalition of faith 
and non-religious communities has formed to address the seri-
ous crisis relating to global poverty and adequate health care for 
all in this country. 

This year we will launch a new training program called Justice
